1 Take time to actively notice and name your
child’'s/ward's emotions together. Q

2 Connect with your child/ward on an emotional level. \l
E.g. Make talking about their feelings a natural part
of conversations.

4 Discuss how your child/ward can manage his/her
negative emotions.
